	· Current driving licence and identify any penalty points or disqualification.
· Drivers must be over 25 for company vehicles.

· Drivers must be free from alcohol and drugs prior to accessing vehicle.

· Drivers must ensure full concentration when driving and ensure they are not suffering sleep deprivation.

	Vehicle.
	Employees, pedestrian road users.

	· Undertake a check on the vehicle prior setting off to ensure vehicle is road worthy.

· Report ant defects to either your line manager or safety officer.
· Ensure membership with breakdown service ( A.A. RAC, etc.)

	Speeding.
	Employees, pedestrian road users.
	H
	· Pre plane route and set achievable deadlines for time of arrival.
· Obey speed limits

· Consider other means of transport for long distance travel such as train.

· Allow extra time for traffic jams when driving at peak road use hours.

	Breakdown.
	Employee, road users.
	H
	· If vehicle has broken down move vehicle to safe place and contact breakdown supplier.
· Display hazard warning light and incident triangles, cones and remove yourself to a place of safety such as kerb side or motorway embankment.

	Mobile Phones.
	Employee, other road users, pedestrians.
	H
	· Mobile phones must not be used when driving unless hands free kits are fitted and then conversation kept brief.
· Drivers must not receive or make any calls and must not send text messages. Disciplinary action will be taken against any offenders.

· Full attention must be given to the road.

	Environmental Conditions.
	Employee, other road users, pedestrians.
	H
	· The main risks are ice, rain and wind.
· Adjust your driving to suit the road conditions.

· Always check the vehicle prior to setting off and include wipers, windscreen wiper cleaning fluid, tyre tread and air pressure, and de-misters.
· Regularly check tyre depths minimum of 1.6mm of tread.

	Equipment in vehicle or loaded.
	Employee, other road users, pedestrians.
	H
	· Do not store any equipment in the driver area as this can result in foot pedals being obstructed.

· Ensure all materials are safely secured and adequately strapped down to resist any movement or displacement. Drivers must check the load prior to setting off to ensure secure load.
· Drivers are always responsible for safe stowage.

	Fatigue and tiredness.
	Employee, other road users, pedestrians.

	· Drivers must have a full night sleep prior to driving.
· Drivers must take a break every 2 hours on long journeys and are encouraged to have an over night stay if the drive follows a long day.

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Likelihood

How often could the hazard occur? Consider the task, frequency, duration, method of work, employees involved.

Severity

How serious would the hazard’s effects be if 

realised? Consider the type of hazard, biological, ergonomic, physical and chemical.

Risk = Likelihood x Severity 

E.g. Likelihood (4) X Severity (3) = 12 HIGH RISK
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
