	· To combat Weils disease risk. Personnel should wear protective clothing such as boots, rubber gloves and overalls. All protective clothing must be thoroughly cleaned after use.

· Personal hygiene, cleansing of cuts and scratches, covered with sterile water proof dressings.
· Wash arms and hands after contact with potentially contaminated materials and before eating, drinking and smoking.
· All operatives at risk should be given the Leptospirosis cards, which can be presented to a doctor if symptoms arise.
· Report flu like symptoms to management immediately and visit G.P.
· Ensure all food waste is disposed of correctly to discourage rats.

· Report any visual signs of rats (e.g. droppings) to management immediately. Pest control must then be put into place to eradicate rats.

How often could the hazard occur? Consider the task, frequency, duration, method of work, employees involved.

Severity

How serious would the hazard’s effects be if 

realised? Consider the type of hazard, biological, ergonomic, physical and chemical.

Risk = Likelihood x Severity 

E.g. Likelihood (4) X Severity (3) = 12 HIGH RISK
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
